0 If screws are present on legs, a phillips is needed, otherwise, twist leg counterclockwise



Step 4: Remove Bottom Cloth
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n A cutting tool may be needed if bottom cloth cannot be removed by hand

Replacement cloth may be requested

Step 5: Remove Back and Seat Nuts of One Side
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0 7/16" socket or wrench needed for this step. Leave arm In place



Step 6: Remove Seat Nuts of Opposite Side

o 7/16” socket or wrench needed for this step.
